NIC-DZ Naming Chart

This document «NAMING CHART OF DOMAIN NAMES UNDER .DZ» is part of the «CONTRACT OF REGISTRATION OF A DOMAIN NAME UNDER .DZ». It describes the naming conventions, deducted from technical or administrative constraints in order to insure a logical organisation of the «.DZ» structure. 

Any choice of domain name must fulfill all of the rules listed herein: 

Naming rules: 

   The domain name must have a minimum of 3 and a maximum of 24 characters, it is however preferable that the size is greater than 5

   The domain name must contain only characters from 'a' to 'z', '0' to '9' and the '-' symbol (hyphen). 

   The domain name must start with a letter.

   The domain name must not be composed of numbers only.

   The '-' symbol (hyphen) must not be at the first nor last position.

   It is recommended to use only lowercase because the domain names are case insensitive.

   The domain name must correspond to the name of the applicant organism nom or to its abbreviation.

   The domain name must not be inappropriate.

   The domain name must not be deceptive or misleading.

   The domain name must not be of an offensive nature or immoral. 

   It is strongly recommended to regroup regional entities, subsidiaries, diverse services ..., of an organism in the hierarchy of this organism (example : commerciale.entreprise.dz, service.entreprise.dz). 

   The applying organism must not register as a sub-domain of entities belonging to its organism.

   A certain number of names is not allocatable even if the application fulfills perfectly  the criteria above-mentioned. This includes the names of regions, countries, cities, names of occupations, generic names, surnames or fornames of persons or personnalities. 

   It is possible to add an element of precision to the domain name to avoid homonymy.

   Any organism requesting the registration of its domain name must provide one of the documentary evidence herein:

o        Register of companies (commcercial companies) 

o        Document of deposition of Mark at the INAPI (for marks) 

o        Decree of creation (association, or any state organism) 

   Only abbreviations and acronyms mentioned in the documentary evidence are retained. 

   The applying organism must have its central address or a liaison bureau in Algeria.

   The domain name belongs to the applying organism, and under no circumstance to its access provider, or to an intermediary designated by the applying organism in order to perform the registration process.

   Any intermediary must present an official document originating from the applying organism in question to justify the procedure.

It is reminded that the naming chart is subject to changes and the application of new rules is not retroactive.
